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Lately, there has been a flurry of political activity in the legislatures of European countries on the issue of whether there has been a 1916 Armenian genocide. The reasons behind the increasing level interest in this issue are likely to be very important in the near future of Turkish-European relations.


The purpose of this article is to suggest a likely rationale behind this phenomenon. Like all other political and social events, there are certain to be many factors, major and minor, behind the recent resurfacing of the Armenian genocide debate.
